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10th BASHH Genital Dermatology Course – 
Online Zoom platform

This course organised by the Genital Dermatology Special Interest Group of the British Association of Sexual Health & HIV (BASHH) covers basic topics in Genital Dermatology. The course is interactive, delivered by experts  and offers a choice of five practical workshops from which each delegate can choose two. Details of workshops are given below. Aim of the course

To equip participants with the basic knowledge and skills for the effective management of genital skin conditions.

Learning objectives

By the end of the course you should be able to:
Knowledge & Skills
· Explain the pathophysiology of common genital skin diseases

· Diagnose and manage common genital skin diseases e.g psoriasis, lichen sclerosus, eczema/dermatitis

· Differentiate between common genital skin conditions and more challenging unusual cases

· Recognise when it is appropriate to refer patients on to specialist services (Dermatology/Urology/Gynaecology/Colorectal) as per local pathways.

    





Course Delivery
The course will be a mixture of interactive lectures and smaller group workshops with a practical focus.

It will be delivered using Zoom Pro by experienced Consultant Dermatologists.

Joining instructions for the event will be sent to participants by email in advance of the meeting.

Lectures and course materials will be available for registered participants to view online after the event for a limited period.

Participants will be required to select two workshops in order of preference when registering online.

Spaces are limited for each individual workshop and will be allocated on a first come, first served basis. Participants are requested to stick to their chosen workshops, as the number of delegates in each workshop session is restricted to 24
Choice of Workshops (for reference)
	1. Genital dermatological examination & basic techniques in genital dermatology

Recommended for those with less experience/new to genital dermatology
	An interactive practical guide and overview of  a range of useful techniques for diagnosis of genital skin conditions, e.g  routine dermatological examination, use of Wood’s light, sampling for fungal MC&S, tests to consider in blistering disorders, when to consider a biopsy and optimal site/ excisional vs punch, uses of shave biopsy, curettage and cautery, hyfrecation and cryotherapy.

	2. Genital Skin Biopsy : Principle, techniques & tips
Recommended for those with less experience/new to genital dermatology
	Principles, techniques and practical tips for performing genital skin biopsies
A practical, detailed expert guide to biopsy technique including useful hints and pitfalls to avoid, when to consider a biopsy and optimal site/ excisional vs punch.

	3. Challenging Vulval Dermatological Cases
Recommended for those experienced in managing genital dermatological conditions
	Interactive case- based workshop with exploration of challenging cases of atypical, unusual or difficult to treat vulval conditions. e.g. non-herpetic genital ulcers, recurrent vulval splitting, VIN/Vulvar malignancies, Paget’s disease

	4.  Genital Eczema: case based approach & principles of topical therapy
Recommended for participants at all experience levels
	An interactive case based approach to diagnosis and management  e.g. differential diagnosis, causes, investigations including patch testing, use of emoilliants, topical and systemic therapeutic approaches

	5. Anogenital Intraepithelial Neoplasia in females
Recommended for participants at all experience     levels
	Interactive workshop exploring practical aspects of diagnosis and management of VIN and AIN in females – practical advice on examination findings, investigation and referral, and management options, illustrating importance of managing as a multi-site disease.
